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Language Learning in Relation to Mrs. Chadwick’s

Educational Philosophy

« The languages that a person knows make them unique.

Language is a major part of one’s culture.

Language is also an in-road to accessing the world through
different perspectives and viewpoints, which provides unique
learning opportunities for students.

Being able to learn a new language is a gift and being good at
many languages is a great talent.

For these reasons, Cl places great emphasis on the learning of

languages and the development of proficiency in its language
instruction: English.

“All IB programmes value language as central to developing
critical thinking, which is essential for the cultivation of
intercultural understanding, as well as for becoming
internationally minded and responsible members of local,
national and global communities. Language is integral to
exploring and sustaining personal development and cultural
iIdentity, and provides an intellectual framework to support
conceptual development.”

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IB’s Approach to the Choice of Language Courses

* |tis essential that an internationally-minded person learn more than
one language. The IB Learner Profile Communicator states:

* |B Learners understand and express ideas and information confidently and
creatively in more than one language and in a variety of modes of
communication.

* Maintenance of mother tongue is critical to maintaining a connection
to one’s culture but also to providing a platform whereby one can
learn additional languages.
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IB’s Approach to the Choice of Language Courses

* Students, by and large, are not encouraged to switch languages unless
they have obtained at least a proficiency level of Phase 4 in the
language.

* |B World Schools should endeavor to provide support for students’
languages - either their mother tongues or their acquired languages.
[This, of course, is an ideal scenario but is not always possible.]
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Chadwick’s Approach to the Choice of Language Courses

* English is the medium of instruction and the language of inclusion at
Cl.

e All students must study English Language Acquisition or English
Language and Literature during each year at Cl.

* Language choices besides English are available in all grade levels.

 Korean, Mandarin, Spanish (in person learning).

e Students are encouraged to study their mother tongue if possible.

e Students should not switch languages frequently and ideally should
choose an additional language when they enter Cl and stick with it
for their duration of their time at Cl.

* Sustained language acquisition is more important than knowing

small bits of many languages.
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MYP Language Acquisition and Mother Tongue Support

Every year in the MYP we have lots of questions from parents and students
about languages. This is quite normal because language choices are very
personal and based not only on students’ interest and passions, but also on
students’ backgrounds and experiences.

The most common questions are:

1. Should my child study their mother tongue (Language and Literature) or
an additional language (language acquisition)?

2. Canthe school help support my child’s mother tongue even if it is not
one of Chadwick’ Language and Literature offerings (English, Korean,
Mandarin)?

3. Can my child change her/his language choice during the school year?
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MYP Language Acquisition and Mother Tongue Support

Research on mother tongue shows that it is essential for students to
maintain their mother tongue while they are also learning another
language. This not only helps with mother tongue maintenance but it
also helps with the acquisition of additional languages.

Research also shows that the learning of additional languages is layered
on top of one’s mother tongue (unless two languages are learned
side-by-side from birth, in which case someone can become truly
bilingual). This means that your additional language can only be as
strong as your mother tongue.

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Language and Literature (Mother Tongue) Support

e |B requires students to take an additional language course in the PYP,
MYP, and DP. This can be either another Language and Literature course
or a Language Acquisition course.

e Students in the CP must engage in their own study of language that is
appropriate for their level and their chosen career related studies.

e Students whose mother tongue is Korean, Mandarin or Spanish are
encouraged to take MYP and DP Korean/Mandarin/Spanish Language

and Literature.
e Remember: Maintenance of mother tongue is critical to success with learning other
languages and to a lifelong relationship to one’s home country/culture.

e Those who study two Language and Literature courses in the Diploma
Programme are eligible to receive a bilingual IB Diploma.

e Students who have maintained academic proficiency in their mother
tongue despite it not being offered by Cl prior to Grades 11-12 may opt
for an independent study. il cHADWICK
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Other Options for Mother Tongue Support

Unfortunately, the school cannot realistically provide face-to-face
teaching for all mother tongues that exist at Chadwick. However, we are
happy to work with families that desire to find support for their children’s
mother tongues if they are not offered at the school. These are some
possible ways in which a mother tongue could be supported:

Independent study

Online high school course

Private tutor

Academy

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MYP Language Acquisition and Mother Tongue Support

e MYP Language Acquisition is divided into six phases of proficiency.
e Chadwick offers these face-to-face MYP Language Acquisition courses:
e Mandarin, Korean, Spanish, English.

e DP Language Acquisition is divided into three courses: ab initio (beginner);
Standard Level (at least 3 MYP years of study of the language); Higher Level (at
least MYP Phase 4 proficiency).

e CP students complete IB’s Language Development requirements. They must
choose a language that is related to their career pathway and must set their
own targets for gaining proficiency in that language over the 2 years of the CP.

e Students are encouraged to choose a language at the start of their MYP years
and continue with the same language throughout the MYP and DP.

e Sustained language acquisition is more important than knowing small bits of
many languages.

* Families are encouraged to discuss their children’s language options
with the MYP Coordinator and/or the Director of Teaching and
Learning at any time.

e Students who request to change language courses at the start of a
new school year will be required to meet with the MYP Coordinator
and/or Director of Teaching and Learning in order to ensure that
they understand the pathways that are or are not available to the
student based on the desired language change. [The switching of
language courses during the school year is, by and large, not
possible.]

* College Counselors can also help parents and students with
conversations about language choices in terms of college/university
expectations for language proficiency/study.
